Our first day of
registration is on Wednesday, February 1, 2012 from 8am to 8pm in the Parish Center. This is the only day that we will have the
ability to offer credit card services onsite. The first day’s registration forms will be processed using a lottery system. It does not
matter if you register in the morning or in the evening on February 1st. However, on February 2nd, all registration forms will be
stamped with a date/time, and processed accordingly. Registration forms will not be mailed out, but pre-printed forms will be
available on the first day of registration in the Parish Center and in the PREP office after February 1st. If you are new to the
program, please stop by our office so that we can welcome you and give you the necessary information needed to register your
child.

Fall PREP families may opt to pay one third on registration day, one third
on or before May 1st, and one third on or before August 1st.
